Set up a Dial Up Networking File

From the Start button select  Programs / Accessories / Communications / Dial-up Networking


Double Click Icon Labeled:  Make New Connection
· For Type a name for the comp you are dialing : Type what describes your service- via Satellite
· For Select a device select : Worldphone data modem (or Hayes Compatible 9600 modem that was setup for your Inmarsat terminal) .  Click next.

· Area code : Type nothing, 
· Phone number : type 00 (country code)(area code)(number to service) Followed by #

Example: 0019545551212#

· Country Code : your choice. Click next.Click finish.
